The University of Dayton is offering an opportunity to high school for a practical learning experience in various areas of study. Most courses will be centered around hands on learning through labs and/or group projects. We will offer two variations of BEST. The first variation will be science and engineering focused.  The second variation will be communication and social science focused. Both variations will share academic experiences in leadership development. Students can choose the form of BEST that will fit their academic and career goals. The program will last for four weeks from July 11- August 5.

Academic Components of BEST

BEST provides students with 6 UD credits. Finalized courses and schedule will be provided at a later date.

Science and Engineering variation may include

· Anatomy and physiology (including cadaver lab)

· Biology

· Chemistry

· Physics

· Engineering Innovation and Technology

· Math

· Business Leadership

Communication and Social Science variation may include

· Public Relations

· Social Science

· Math

· Business Leadership

· History

Student Recruitment

Weiping will work with top Chinese high schools to select 15 high school students for the science and engineering BEST, and 15 high school students for the social science and communication variation. Students will exhibit a high level of English proficiency.
Cost

Students will be charged $5,000 that will cover:
· Tuition and fees

· Room and Board

· 15 meal plan

Students will be responsible for travel expenses and any other miscellaneous expenses while at the University of Dayton.

Incentives

If a student receives an average grade of B during BEST, the University of Dayton will waive their TOEFL and SAT score if the student would like to be considered for admission to the University of Dayton. The student will also be automatically considered for a Dean’s Scholarship of up to $10,000 based on their high school academic achievement.
